All Bids must be accompanied with a Bid Security equivalent to not less 

than 2.5% of the Bidders Total Bid Price in the form of bank guarantee from a reputed 

commercial banking institution and shall be couriered to the GPSU (Global 

Procurement and Supply Unit) at 25th floor, Tower 6789, Ayala Avenue, Makati City, 

Philippines on 30 September 2020.
